So....What are you going to do about your life? I encountered that question from Dr. William Glasser while review-
ing his book on Reality Therapy for a counseling class I was taking in the fall of 1968. His therapy was unusual for
today. Rather than doing as modern therapists today that classify every problem as something that is “not our fault,
but others™ he kept asking this question over and over to his patients. He didn’t delve into biological or social factors
to explain the problems that come from bad behavior. He listened to the problems of his patients and always came
back with the same question: “What are you going to do about it?” His out-of-step approach always placed the re-
sponsibility...and the opportunity...for a changed life on the everyday choices of the individual laying on his couch or
sitting across from his desk. While utilizing medication for patients who truly were mentally ill, he refused to assign
all human dysfunction to factors beyond our control. “Sometimes we hurt because we do wrong things and need to
turn from a selfish pattern of life.” he said. Seems like I’ve heard that somewhere before, but where was it? Oh, yes.
It was in my Bible and is in yours. The Bible just uses a different word, that’s all. The Bible word is “repentance.”
Jesus quite often in His ministry told stories about folks that had some serious problems. His solution to those prob-
lems was to challenge them to repentance. When people were demonstrating wrong-headed thinking about the calam-
ities of life Jesus asked them, “Do you think these folks were sinners worse than the rest?” Then He dropped the
bombshell on them as well as us. “I tell you nay, but except you repent you shall all
