LABELING

Jesus had been teaching in Galilee, and boy, He was drawing the crowds. Lives were being changed. The blind
saw...the deaf heard...the lame walked. His fame was rapidly spreading. Then....He came to Nazareth, and was sur-
rounded by home-town folks. He made His way to the synagogue where the people marveled at His wisdom. Then,
some nameless somebody said, “Where did He get this wisdom? He's just the carpenter’s son.” Matt. 13:55f This
single accuser seemingly stuck a label on Him that was quickly accepted by others, and which ultimately led them to
try to throw Him off a cliff for “putting on airs.” As Matthew records, they were “deeply offended at Him.” Labels
can hurt. Some preachers would have simply given up. Jesus just took His preaching and healing elsewhere. Be
careful of accepting the labels the world places on you or others. How many youngsters have been given the label of
“slow learner” and never recovered from it. Thomas Edison, Albert Einstein, and even Gandhi were all given that
same label, but think what this world would be like if they had accepted it. Do you have some things in your past that
you regret? Legion are the number of folks who have been labeled “trouble-maker, dropout, dumb, worthless, loser,”
and a host of other things. If we get enough people...or just a few of the right people...trying to stick a label on us the
chances are pretty good they will succeed. We just accept the judgment and live it out as a self-fulfilling prophecy.
One of the best things about being “in Christ” is that all labels are washed away when we put Him on. We are simply
children of God. We truly are as the Scriptures remind us “all one in Christ Jesus.” Don’t let others labeling efforts
keep you from seeing the potential in others. And don’t accept the labels that others may want to stick on you.
Whether for better or worse we are all just people...fallible...imperfect...judgmental people. Let’s live like people who
understand that God loves us. Understanding that if others fail to see our value, God does not. Just imagine what the
folks in Nazareth missed because they accepted the label someone else tried to put on Jesus. After all, He was “just

the carpenter’s son.” Yes, he was...and also just the “Son of God.” @ «His Word is Truth” @
